LETTER FROM THE BOARD
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GENERAL MANDATES TO ISSUE AND BUY-BACK SHARES

At the annual general meeting of the Company held on 26 November 2014,

general mandates were given to the Directors, inter alia, (i) to buy back Shares not

exceeding 10% of the total number of the shares of the Company in issue as at 26

November 2014; and (ii) to allot, issue and deal with Shares not exceeding the

aggregate of 20% of the total number of the shares of the Company in issue as at 26

November 2014 and those Shares not exceeding 10% of the total number of the shares

of the Company in issue as at 26 November 2014 bought back by the Company

(collectively referred to as “Existing General Mandates”).

In accordance with the provisions of the Listing Rules and the terms of the

Existing General Mandates, the Existing General Mandates shall lapse at the earliest

of: (i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company; (ii) the date

by which the next annual general meeting of the Company is required by the Articles

of Association or any applicable law to be held; and (iii) the date upon which the

authority are revoked or varied by an ordinary resolution of the Shareholders in

general meeting.

Ordinary resolutions relating to the new general mandates (i) to issue Shares not

Where the chairman of the meeting in good

faith decides to allow a resolution which relates purely to a procedural of

administrative matter to be voted, such resolution will be decided by a show of hands.

The results of poll will be published on the websites of the Stock Exchange and of the

Company after the conclusion of the AGM in the manner prescribed under Rule

13.39(5) of the Listing Rules.

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GENERAL MANDATE TO BUY-BACK SHARES

If on the exercise of the power of buy-back Shares pursuant to the Buy-back

Mandate, a shareholder’s proportionate interest in the voting rights of the Company

increases, such increase will be treated as an acquisition of voting rights and may give

rise to an obligation to make a mandatory offer in accordance with Rule 26 of the

Takeovers Code.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, GuoLine International Limited (“GuoLine”), a

wholly-owned subsidiary of GuoLine Capital Assets Limited which was in turn a

wholly-owned subsidiary of Hong Leong Company (Malaysia) Berhad, the ultimate

holding company of the Company, held a beneficial interest of 140,008,659 Shares,

representing approximately 57.53% of the total number of issued Shares.

In the event of the Directors exercise the powers to buy back Shares in full

pursuant to the Buy-back Mandate, assuming that no Share is sold by GuoLine, the

shareholding of GuoLine in the Company would be increased to approximately

63.93%. The Directors are not aware of any general offer obligation which will arise

under Rule 26 of the Takeovers Code as a result of any buy-backs made under the

Buy-back Mandate.

PUBLIC FLOAT

The Directors do not have a present intention to exercise the Buy-back Mandate

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LISTING RULES REQUIREMENTS FOR BUY-BACK OF SHARES

Shareholders’ Approval

The Listing Rules provide that all securities buy-back on the Stock Exchange by

a company with its primary listing on the Stock Exchange must be approved in

advance by an ordinary resolution, either by way of general mandate or by specific

resolution in relation to specific transaction.

Reasons for Buy-back

The Directors consider that the Buy-back Mandate will provide the Company

with the flexibility to make such buy-backs when appropriate and beneficial to the

Company and its shareholders.
